Enerqgy Code Requirements

Within HUD Region IX, this memorandum provides
guidance on the requirements of Mortgagee Letter 93~26
(see Attachment A). The Mortgagee Letter implements Section
109 of the Cranston-Gonzales Affordable Housing Act as
amended by Section 10l(c) of the Energy Policy Act of 1992.

BACKGROUND

All one to four family dwellings (other than
manufactured homes and the interim exceptions allowed in
Mortgagee Letter 93-26), whose start of construction is on
or after October 24, 1993, or as amended by Mortgagee
Letter 93-35 (Attachment B), must be built according to the
1992 CABO Model Energy Code (MEC) to become eligible for HUD
insured financing. Builders must certify that the plans and
specifications comply with the 1992 MEC on the Builder’s
Certification, Form HUD-92541, Item 6.

The MEC has not generally been used in Region IX as a
design criterion, and much of the industry is unfamiliar
with its requirements. Analyses of some existing “energy
standards" requirements have been made to determine if they
meet or exceed 1992 MEC requirements. The determinations
are as follows:

FOR CALIFORNIA

In California, builders using any of the compliance
methods of Title 24 (the State’s "Energy Code") can certify
that they comply with the 1992 MEC without additional
evaluation. Builders must provide lenders, as back-up
documentation to the Builder’s Certification, a copy of
Title 24’s Certificate of Compliance, Form CF-1R, (see
Attachment C). This form is a basic State code requirement
and part of the construction documents when the builder
applies for a building permit. :
